PSHE
	Read through the colour poems together. Do you have a favourite? Why do you like this poem? Go through the poems to see if you can find any rhyming words? What do you notice about the spelling – are all rhyming words spelt the same? Where in the line have you found the rhyming words? Two lines that rhyme are called a ‘couplet’ – can you read the rhyming couplets on the ‘rhyming couplets’ resource and fill in the missing word? Maybe some-one could read these poems to you (or from any rhyming book e.g. ‘The Gruffalo by Julia Donaldson or ’ ‘Shark in the Park!’ by Nick Sharratt) and miss out the rhyming words for you to try to guess ? This is really good practise for you to hear rhyme. ‘Oi Frog!’ by Kes Gray and Jim Field is great for encouraging rhyme and these online games are good for matching rhyming words:

After reading the poems – can you write your own using the same format e.g. Red is…. Red is…. Red is……And a ……
or  What is blue? A _____ is blue.
-------------------------------------
or     I like yellow
         I like…….
        When/ Where……

Extra challenge – maybe you can make the 2nd and 4th line rhyme as in some of the poems? 

Phonics – using the prefix un . Revise the fact that adding un to the beginning of a word, changes its meaning to the opposite e.g. happy – unhappy.  Can you read the words in ‘un list 1’ – Can you do an action for the word? E.g. tie Can you do an action for the word if un was added on? E.g. untie. Check you can read the words in ‘un list 2.’ Can you cut up the words from both and match them?
Tricky words – when, where, what. Use activities mentioned in our ‘Spellings’ powerpoint on the Year 1 home learning page to practise these.

Practise reading and spelling HFWs
Can you think of things that we can say thank you for? Fill their names on the ‘thank you tree’  and maybe use them to say a thank you prayer.
Use the ‘Thrive’ resources to help to manage feelings.

	Maths
	Comparing numbers (place value) – Can you work through the activities and questions on the ‘Comparing Numbers’ powerpoint? 
Can you make 4 sets of number cards from 0 to 9? You can use them to play a comparing numbers game. Play the game with 1 other person. Place the cards face down, so that you can’t see the numbers and take 2 each. Place them together to make a 2 digit number. Who has the biggest number? (Award 1 point for this.) You could change the rules to award a point for the lowest number. Maybe extra points if you can say 1 more and one less than the number!
Extension activity – Can you apply your knowledge by answering the questions in ‘Comparing numbers mastery?’ (in resources)
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Geography
	Geography – Continue to investigate the weather this week.
On sunny days look out for shadows and see how you make them change shape – can you get away from your shadow?! Why/why not? Draw round your shadow or make shadow puppets using your hands or paper (see ideas in the week 7 section). Maybe you could have a go at making your own sundial (see sundials document for ideas).
On rainy days get the umbrellas out for a splash or a dance in the rain! Listen to the sounds that the rain makes. Find different ways to collect the rain and measure how much there is. Look at raindrops on leaves, grass, windows and flowers. What do you notice? Transfer a puddle to a container and bring it indoors – watch what happens to it over time! Find things that float in the puddles.
On windy days – go outside and feel the wind on your face. Play with scarves and see how they move in the wind. Tie balloons/flags/scarves to a fence to show how windy it is. Peg some clothes outside on a washing line and watch them move. Make wind chimes using old keys or cutlery on coat hangers and listen to the noises they make!
Continue to use the template to keep a weather diary for this week.
Science – Investigate colour mixing as you dissolve sugar using the ‘Rainbow Science’ experiment. You will need a plate, some warm water and some coloured sweets (Skittles/ Smarties.) Another experiment with rainbows involves going into a dark room with a powerful torch and a CD. Shine the light onto the shiny side of the CD and you should be able to see a rainbow in the wall behind. You can even stand in front of it and have a rainbow on you or make a snowflake and hold it in front of the CD to make patterns. (Light hits the different ridges on the CD and this separates the white light into all the colours that make it up. )


	Physical Education
	Use some of the ideas in ‘Outdoor and Adventurous Activities.’
You could practise your throwing and catching skills – underarm throwing to a partner with a ball, rolled up sock, soft toy. Try these games: 
Start close together, throw the ball continuously back and forth – if you manage 10 successful throws and catches, move one step apart. 
Or …….. throw the ball continuously back and forth until somebody drops the ball when someone drops the ball you say "down on one knee" then say the same person drops it a second time then you say "down on two knees" then if the same person drops the ball again, they can only use one hand. If you manage a successful catch in between you can reverse one of the steps. 
Or…..Piggy in the middle.
Or …..Bounce the ball in between you to catch. 
Some other challenges are on the poster: ‘Throwing challenges.’
